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Marsden 
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Winter Program 

The greens committee have posted the winter program on the notice board for the membership to read through,  this program is a 

continuation on a program that has been running for the last 4 years and represents the last major dig on the course.   

 

Extract from Winter Program notice 

 

1st Hole 

Improve path from 1st to the second to enable it to be shelled as other paths. Take away old chestnut tree at rear of green which is 

dying. Tidy up area behind green. 

2nd Hole  

The drainage on the right side of the 2nd green shall be improved this will be linked to the existing primary drains. Due to the 

ongoing problems with drainage at the bunker to the right hand side of the 2nd green it has been decided that the only way to 

alleviate the problem of the bunker flooding is to raise the base height of the bunker to allow a drain to be installed below it or to 

nibble away the low lying rock which is causing the problem, this shall be to the bunker on the left also, where the rock is 

protruding the surface. 

3rd Hole 

Improve area by tee and tops of bunkers. Clear out small trees/brush behind green to allow views of the Clyde and improve 

ventilation to green. 

4th Hole 

Install a new primary drain across the 4th fairway towards the green keepers shed to allow drainage from areas around the 4th 

green and also the 4th fairway/bunker.  

 13th Hole 

Improve light and ventilation to tee, to help it dry out. 

14th Hole 

Improve light and ventilation to tee, to help it dry out. Double up the sleeper steps to allow access to tee. 

16th Hole 

Tidy up the area between the 16th and 10th tees. Thin out the small trees on the right hand side of the fairway to allow the larger 

ones space. 
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          Tee Areas/Bunkers 

           Improve layout of tees with respect of  ball washers and bins to make them uniform.  Refurbish the 3rd, 15th greenside bunkers. 

           In a continuation to the program that was started 2008/09.  Bunkers will be topped up with natural óDune Sandô. 

 

Gravel Banding  

Once the main drains have been installed and bedded in the fairways will be gravel banded, to join it all together and provide 

 a path for water to get away from the surface of the fairways.   

 

The gravel banding can only be done in dry conditions with dry or frozen ground.  Gravel banding will be a theme of the 

 club over the next few years. Next to be done are the 9th, 16th and 13th . 

 

Paths 

 All the shell paths will be topped up with fresh shell.  

 

Grass Matting 

It is the intention where possible to install grass matting which will alleviate wear on the 

 hardest worn turfed areas of the course. The matting installed last year has proved successful  

and we will continue this into the 2011/2012 program. 

 

General 

There will be a number of other improvements over the winter months as the winter program kicks in to full flow.  Some 

of these items are in preparation for years to come to help provide better services for our membership and also to ease 

the pressure on the golf course and give it time to recover over the future winter periods.  

 

The winter program is again significant, however we envisage that this years drainage program will see us break the back  

of the majority of the required primary drainage work. 

 

The Head Green Keeper, Stephen Fraser and his team are performing all this work in house, the saving to the club equates 

 to many tens of thousands of pounds per annum if we were to have this work carried out by outside contractors.

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Pitchmarks ï Please read carefully  

Can you ensure that you do your bit for the club and repair as many pitchmarks as you can and  more importantly do it correctly. 

 

The club website has a link to a video to show you how to repair pitchmarks correctly,  please take time to view this and 

understand how to do it properly.  Below is a reminder for everyone 

Never, Never lift the turf up as you will snap the root and be left with a brown circle of dead grass.  If each of you attempts to do 2 

pitchmarks per green then we will eliminate this issue almost immediately.  The situation will be monitored by the board and the 

greens staff.  Please ensure you have the appropriate tools ,as above, in you pocket before you tee off. We will be checking 

periodically.   If you are not sure what to do, please ask a member of the board.
